Dado que os relatorios preliminares da CAE relativos aos pedidos NCE/11/01731, 01691 e 01696
tém muitos pontos em comum, optou-se por apresentar, na presente pronuncia, uma estrutura
semelhante as restantes, eventualmente respondendo a pontos referidos apenas nos restantes
relatorios, mas igualmente relevantes para o mestrado objecto deste relatério preliminar.
Pretende-se com esta opcdo, responder a todas as ddvidas que possam ter surgido aos membros da
CAE.

O detalhe da pronuncia encontra-se no documento anexo, podendo ser resumido nos seguintes
pontos:

1. Definigao das condigdes de acesso ao ciclo de estudo

2. O formulario de candidatura ndo é suficientemente flexivel para acomodar as especificidades do
mestrado, pelo que o formato livre agora adoptado permite uma apresentacao mais clara do plano
de estudos e da estrutura curricular, tal como se apresenta em anexo ao documento. Tal como
pedido pela CAE, é agora possivel compreender:

a) a distribuicao das unidades curriculares por trimestres e semestres

b) o nimero de créditos por semestre

c) os pré-requisitos para o acesso as unidades curriculares

d) os valores minimo e maximo de créditos a serem obtidos por area cientifica

e) a identificacao das unidades curriculares obrigatdrias

3. Esclarecimento sobre a forma de calculo dos créditos ECTS

4. Apresentacao da ficha curricular para “Thesis Project”

5. Esclarecimento sobre a filiagao do Professor Rui Albuquerque

6. Esclarecimento relativo a duragdo do “semestre de tese”

Tal como se explica no documento anexo, o pedido da CAE relativo a um maior detalhe das unidades
curriculares realizadas em escolas estrangeiras nao € possivel de satisfazer. Para o seu semestre de
intercambio, os alunos tém a possibilidade de escolher uma das muitas Business Schools parceiras
(actualmente, mais de 50) e, para cada uma destas, o nimero de unidades curriculares que os alunos
podem frequentar é muitissimo extenso. Assim, nao é possivel fazer uma enumeracdo exaustiva das
unidades curriculares em causa, dos seus docentes e conteidos programaticos. Esta informagao é,
contudo, relevante para o processo de aprovacao dos planos de estudos individuais dos alunos.
Tendo em atencao a qualidade das escolas parceiras, o facto da quase totalidade dos alunos apenas
frequentar unidades curriculares optativas durante o semestre de intercambio e os critérios
adoptados pela direccao do programa para a aprovagao desses planos de estudos, o rigor que
caracteriza este mestrado nao é, de todo, fragilizado pela existéncia deste semestre obrigatdrio
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numa universidade estrangeira.

Com a clarificacao das duvidas levantadas pela CAE na presente pronincia, consideramos que nao
subsistem motivos para a nao acreditagao deste ciclo de estudos.

Uma vez que o mestrado nao foi ainda acreditado, solicitamos que a sua denominac¢ao em inglés seja
simplificada para “International Master of Science in Management”.

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Ponto 2.3

Embora ndo explicitado na candidatura, por ser exigéncia legal, os candidatos tém de possuir uma
Licenciatura (ou equivalente) concedida por umaamidade portuguesa ou um grau académico superior
concedido por uma universidade estrangeira obtiddnmbito de um curso de 1° ciclo (ou equivalertezaso

de universidades ndo pertencentes ao Espaco Eudmpé&mnsino Superior). No caso da area da formacéo
anterior ndo ser Gestdo ou Economia, os alunosr@eviecluir na area cientifica “General Business
Foundations” unidades curriculares especificas.

A estrutura imposta para a apresentacdo da candidafio se adequa a descricdo das especificidades d
estrutura curricular e plano de estudos deste atksttma das caracteristicas distintivas desteragest a

sua flexibilidade. Tal significa que se procurapdao plano de estudos ao background académiedudo

de forma a maximizar a valor acrescentado deste di& estudos. Tome-se como exemplo a area “General
Business Foundations”. Esta area tem como objefttimdamental garantir que o graduado tem, ao corelu
mestrado, uma formacao sélida nas varias areagsté@; bem como uma perspectiva integrada da eanpres
do ambiente competitivo em que se insere. A formagiessaria a prossecucao deste objectivo depande,
larga medida, da experiéncia académica anterics. dMaacdes extremas, enquanto que para um licencia
em Gestdo numa escola de qualidade reconhecidataeapenas de complementar a sua formacao anterior
para um licenciado em &reas exteriores as ciémuasomicas e empresariais 0s requisitos ao nivel da
fundacdes em Gestdo sdo muito mais profundos. (B@gsim a necessidade de utilizar dois conceitos
diferentes de “obrigatério”: por um lado, existenidades curriculares que séo obrigatorias (paragragma

e para cada ramo) e, por outro, um nimero minirodgatério) de créditos a serem realizados em uleisla
curriculares em cada area cientifica. No caso dené&@l Business Foundations” esses limites s&o,
respectivamente, de 10.5 e 52 ECTS. Naturalmestelunos a quem sao exigidos menos créditos nesta a
devem obter mais créditos noutras areas (homeadaraen“General Electives” e na da éarea cientifica d
ramo).

No Anexo | apresenta-se a estrutura curriculapano de estudos do mestrado (utilizando-se, pgestéio

da CAE, uma sigla especifica para a area de efipacio de cada ramo) onde a estrutura geral doadest
apresentada de forma mais clara que a permitidandguda candidatura e que complementa esta. Alssabe
apresentadas permitem compreender a organizacBal glas unidades curriculares, identificar as weda
curriculares obrigatdrias para cada ramo, ideatifc nimero minimo e maximo de créditos que ososlun
deverdo obter em cada area cientifica e aindarébdisdo temporal das unidades curriculares agdaie um
ano lectivo. E ainda importante referir que, dagmssibilidade dos alunos poderem iniciar o seutracs
quer em Setembro quer em Fevereiro, existem em &aoldectivo dois coortes de novos alunos, pelo que
diversas unidades curriculares sdo oferecidasana&isima vez por ano lectivo.

Even though it was not explicit in the applicatisimce it is a legal constraint, the candidateshavossess
an Undergraduate degree - “Licenciatura” — (or emjent) from a Portuguese university or a 1st cycle
academic degree granted by a foreign universityeuivalent for universities outside the Europeaghklr
Education Area. If the students’ previoeducation is not on the areas Management or Ecasorhiey will
have to include in their “General Business Foumafati scientific area specific curricular units.

The framework imposed for the submission of theliegfion was not adequate to clearly describe the
specificities of the curricular structure and afdt plan of this master program. One of the distnecfeatures
of this program is its flexibility. That means ththe study plan is adapted to the student’s backgtavith
the aim of maximizing the value added from thisdgteycle. Take as an example the “General Business



Foundations” scientific area. The main objectivehié area is to guarantee that the graduate,dgnld of his
program, has a solid formation on the various Manzgnt areas, as well as an integrated perspedtive o
firm and of its competitive environment. The meaosachieve this goal mainly depend on the student’s
previous academic experience. Considering the maetreases, while a Management undergraduate from a
school of recognized quality only has to complemast previous education, a student with an academic
background from scientific areas different from Bomics and Management, will require a much deeper
formation in this area. We therefore introduced thféerent concepts of “mandatory”: on the one hahdre

are curricular units that are mandatory (for thegpam and for each major) and, on the other, tiseee
minimum (mandatory) number of credits to be obtdiimethe curricular units of each scientific argathe
case of “General Business Foundations” these lianiés10.5 e 52 ECTS, respectively. Naturally, stigle
who have to obtain a smaller number of creditdia area have to obtain a larger number of crédlitgher
areas (namely in “General Electives” and on thergiic area of the major).

Annex | presents the curricular structure and thelys plan of this master (and, following the CAE’s
suggestion, using a specific acronym for the spieaifon area of each major) where the generatsire of
the program is presented in a clearer way thamlibeved in the application and which complementd ite
tables presented eases the understanding of thalgboganization of the curricular units, to idéntihe
mandatory curricular units for each major, to tifgrnthe minimum and maximum number of credits that
students have to obtain in each scientific areaasad the academic terms when the curricular umése
offered during an academic year. It is also woréntioning that, since this master program has @léou
student intake (September and February), therénaggery academic year two cohorts of students,thatd
implies that some curricular units are offered nben once in each academic year.

No Anexo Il apresentam-se os contetdos progransatiaainidade curricular “Thesis Project”.

No plano de estudos apresentado no Anexo | indeums pré-requisitos relativos as unidades cuariesle
a distribuicdo dessas unidades curriculares puesire/semestre.

N&o é possivel satisfazer o pedido da CAE relaivdentificacdo e a outros dados de unidades alares
realizadas numa universidade estrangeira, dadevad e crescente nimero de universidades ondenus a
podem realizar o seu semestre no estrangeiro vAnaxo Il uma lista de universidades com quenstexi
protocolos ao nivel deste mestrado — mais de F0alatente). O nimero minimo de créditos obrigagddao
realizar na universidade estrangeira é de 21 EOESUm modo geral os alunos frequentam no estrangeir
unidades curriculares optativas do mestrado (“fhatiéonal Electives” ou “General Electives”) que tdmser
aprovadas pela direcgdo do programa. Sempre queugda no plano de estudos do semestre de intbroam
uma unidade curricular obrigatoéria, a equivalérmire a disciplina oferecida na Universidade Ceddli
Portuguesa (UCP) e a que o aluno frequentard nargidade parceira é rigorosamente verificada.

Annex Il presents the learning outcomes, teachimghadologies, student evaluation, etc. of the “Thes
Project”.

The curricular units’ pre-requisitege presented in the study plan included in Annexhich also includes
the distribution of those units per trimester/seeres

It is not possible, as requested by the CAE, tatifieand provide other information relative to tbarricular
units taken in a foreign university, given the hayhd increasing number of schools available fodestis to
spend their semester abroad (in Annex Ill we ineladist of Business Schools with whom our schad &
partnership for student exchange — presently nm@e 50). The minimum number of credits studentehav



obtain in the foreign school is 21 ECTS. Studemtgehto obtain approval from the program leader&triphe
curricular units they wish to take in the foreigthsol. These are typically elective units in theiaster
program (“International Electives” or “General Biges”). If they include in their exchange semesteidy
plan a mandatory curricular unit, the equivaleneénveen the Universidade Catdlica Portuguesa’s (UCP)
curricular unit and the one that student will takéhe partner school is rigorously verified.

Ponto 4.6

Tal como no ponto 3.3.5, ndo é possivel satisfazpedido da CAE relativo a estrutura curricular e a
caracterizacdo do corpo docente referente as wsdadriculares realizadas numa universidade gstirar
dado o elevado e crescente niumero de universidaids os alunos podem realizar o seu semestre no
estrangeiro (ver Anexo lll). Contudo, a qualidadestds universidades é um garante da qualidade dos
docentes das mesmas e a equivaléncia das unidadeslares realizadas no estrangeiro é assegp@dam
membro do corpo docente, que determina igualmerdteea cientifica correspondente. Este semestre numa
universidade estrangeira € obrigatoério, tendo oeoal que realizar unidades curriculares que sorpeiu,
menos, 21 ECTS.

O docente Rui Albuquerque ocupou, até ao ano B@0d40/11, uma posicao full-time na Boston Univgrsi
School of Management, ndo tendo qualquer vincuhe @dJCP. Em 2011/12 o docente encontrou-se a 100%
ao servico da UCP e, em 2012/13, sera docente sypendoston University School of Management. E
expectavel que a partir de 2013/14 a filiago dwedte passe a ser exclusivamente a UCP.

Todos os docentes de carreira submetem um reladdal onde explicitam a sua contribuicao relaiv@
leccionacao, (ii) investigacdo e (iii) servico citea o ano anterior. Estes relatérios sdo avaligaosum
comité constituido pelo Director da escola, o DEanFaculty e o Presidente do Conselho Cientifopoe
elabora uma avalia¢do resumida do desempenho @ntéo@tribuindo uma pontuacdo numérica a cada uma
das trés categorias. Os docentes que nao evidenaiaan contribuicdo suficiente em alguma das trés
componentes da sua actividade s&o classificadosirtarficiente nessa categoria. Os docentes, paemse
elegiveis para uma promocao, tém de atingir umaupgdo minima na sua investigacdo cientifica. A
pontuacdo de cada docente de carreira € dada glelo acumulado de pontos obtidos a partir de atigo
publicados. O Conselho Cientifico aprovou uma diaagdo para cada revista cientifica que permateutar

0 numero de pontos obtidos pela publicacdo nessedas. Esta classificacdo foi determinada dedacoom

os padrdes internacionais mais exigentes e é digalgo corpo docente.

As mentioned in point 3.3.5, it is not possible relaterize the curricular structure and the facuaitythe
curricular units offered by foreign universitiess eequested by the CAE, given the high and inangasi
number of Business Schools where the studentspardgheir exchange semester (see Annex Ill). Hewev
the quality of these schools is an assurance fergtmlity of the faculty and, as already mentiortbe,
equivalence of curricular units is granted by U@Eufty member, who also determines the correspgndin
scientific area. This exchange semester is compuést students have to complete curricular uhis add a
minimum of 21 ECTS.

Professor Rui Albuquerque had, until 2010/11 a-tinlle position at the Boston University School of
Management, and had no professional link with UB®ing the 2011/12 academic year, he was exclusivel
(100%) at UCP and, in 2012/13, he will be a futhéi professor at the Boston University School of
Management. It is also expected that, from 2018fwards, he will be only affiliated to UCP.

All tenure-track and tenured faculty submit an ainactivity report where they have to state their
contributions with respect to (i) teaching, (iisearch and (iii) service during the previous y&e reports
are evaluated by a committee comprising the DdanDean for Faculty and the President of the Séient
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Council, who write down a summary assessment dbpaance, with a rating of each performance categor
Faculty who fail to show sufficient contributionewtard any of the three components of their activity
(teaching, research and service) receive a paograt that category. To be eligible for promotiaandidates
have to attain a minimum research score. The relsescore of each faculty member is equal to the
accumulated number of points obtained from pubtisiticles. The Scientific Council of the schoopeaypred

a rating to each journal, which determines the remud§ points obtained by publishing an article lnge
journals. The journal ratings were determined foilg the highest international standards and atdigu
information among faculty.

Ponto 9.6

O numero total de créditos do mestrddo determinado tendo em atencdo a duracdo das awmmpes
curricular e de dissertagdo. O namero de créditdsuédos a cada unidade curricular foi determintatwo

em atencdo as horas de contacto e numero de hotabdlho consideradas suficientes e respeitarorazas
legais em vigor. Como regra geral, considerou-se ajicada 25 horas de trabalho deveria correspdnder
ECTS e que o numero de horas de contacto por E€V&id ser, em média, proximo de 5 e ajustavel de
acordo com o tipo de unidade curricular. O numeeocteditos atribuido a cada unidade curricular €,
simultaneamente, um indicador para os docenteveaizente a carga de trabalho exigivel dos alunos.

A unidade curricular “Thesis Project” inclui um “@utitative Research Methods Requirement” (3.5 ECTS)
que devera ser cumprido antes do “semestre de fes&im, dos 42 ECTS, apenas 38.5 deverdo seradab
durante o “semestre de tese”. Para utilizar a telogia académica normal, foi indicada uma duracao
semestral para esta unidade curricular, mas, de, fa€ alunos dispdem de 7 meses para a compAasim,

e adoptando uma regra de proporcionalidade, odid®t 30 ECTS por semestre encontra-se respeitato. E
termos mais exactos, a duracdo total do mestrallo 2 semestres para a componente curricular e @&mes
para a “Thesis Project”.

A estrutura do mestrado e a reparticdo do nUmenvéthtos (i) por areas cientificas, (ii) entreaate escolar
e a dissertacdo e (iii) por trimestres/semestrescalares encontra-se clarificada no plano de destu
apresentado no Anexo I.

Apresenta-se no Anexo lll uma lista de universidag&trangeiras com as quais existe um protocotasEs
parcerias garantem a possibilidade de todos o®slda mestrado cumprirem o requisito de frequemtare
durante um semestre, unidades curriculares numsansidade estrangeira que totalizem, pelo menos, 21
ECTS . Contudo, pelos motivos referidos nos po@s5 e 4.6, ndo € possivel identificar as unidades
curriculares frequentadas pelos alunos, bem comespectivos docentes.

The total number of credits of the master prograas wWetermined by taking into account the lengtitsof
curricular and dissertation components. The nuroberedits assigned to each curricular unit wasmeined
taking into account the number contact and workréiotespect the legal norms. As a general ruleai
considered that each 25 hours of work should cpors to 1 ECTS and the number of contact hours per
ECTS should be around 5 and adjustable accordinpeaype of curricular unit. The number of credits
assigned to each unit is simultaneously an indidatdectures on the expected workload of students

The “Thesis Project” curricular unit includes a ‘@uitative Research Methods Requirement” (3.5 ECTS)
that must be taken before the “thesis semesterérefre, from the 42 ECTS assigned to the “Thesis
Project”, only 38.5 are effectively taken duringe tfthesis semester”. We have used the typical awiade
terminology to characterize the duration of thigricular unit but, in fact, students may take up tmonths to
complete it. Thus, and adopting a proportionalithey the limit of 30 ECTS per semester is respeddeihg



more precise, the total duration of the mastertgradeis 3 semesters for the curricular componedt 7an
months for “Thesis Project”.

The structure of thenaster program and the division of the number edlits (i) between scientific areas, (ii)
between the curricular and dissertation componands(iii) by curricular trimesters/semesters igiid in
the study plan presented in Annex |.

A list of foreign partner universities is presenied\nnex Ill. These partnerships ensure that aster
students can meet the exchange semester requiranetake curricular units that add up to, at |e2ist
ECTS. However, for the same reasons specifiedatioses 3.3.5 and 4.6, it is not possible to idgntiie
curricular units attended by students and theiutecs.
